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STUDY ON THE SUBJECT OF EDUCATION OF INDIVIDUALS WITH HEARING IMPAIRMENTS IN THE RESEARCH WORKS OF RUDOLF KRAYEVSKY
The article reveals scientist’s views concerning verbal speech development in children with hearing impairments within pedagogical intervention and the tasks defined by R. Krayevslyi. His purpose was not only to develop new principles and working techniques for education of the deaf, but also to deliver the knowledge, accumulated by the foreign and native special education to the public, parents of children with hearing impairments and professionals, who work with this category of children. 
In his work on hearing and speech development the scientist uses experience of the schools for children with impaired hearing in Moscow and Leningrad and recommends implementing it widely in special education in Ukraine.
Moreover, the article also discovers personal qualities of children with hearing impairments and the style of children-parental relationships in the families. R. Krayevskyi determined several major stages in effective development of practical language and verbal speech skills. At the first stage the scientist recommended listening to the music and development of such skills, as differentiating not only songs’ tunes, but also male and female voices. At the second stage of speech development of children with impaired hearing he suggested to make breathing and vocalizing exercises, as speech development and verbal communication have positive influence on normal breathing development and lungs, which, in its turn, ensures proper oxygen inflow to the body. The third stage is based on work on hearing and speech development itself, which includes learning new words by ear, development of phonematic perception. For this purpose the scientist recommended to use verbal dictations; reading small stories and composing stories by the pictures. Also at this stage he promoted wide use of different kind of lottos.

Beside speech and hearing development in children, R. Krayevskyi also worked on development of hearing and preserving speech for the adults who suffered from explosions. A lot of valuable recommendations are given in his brochure «For the disable veterans of the Great Patriotic War» (1947), where the author speaks about different ways to assist veterans who lost their hearing and speech as a result of explosions. He explained that education of disable veterans has its specifics and provide explanation to its nature.
