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METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES TO RESEARCH INTO THE PROBLEM OF DEVELOPMENT OF SCIENTIFIC THESAURUS OF THE NATIVE THEORY OF EDUCATIONAL MANAGEMENT (THE LAST QUARTER OF XX CENTURY – THE BEGINNING OF XXI CENTURY)

The topicality of the material presented in the article is conditioned by the fact that the detachment of educational management as a scientific field requires shaping, development and regulation of the relevant conceptual basis. Despite the emergence of such new scientific fields in the theory of educational management as management of educational innovations, strategic educational management, adaptive management, management of educational systems development, psychology of management etc., no special research into the problem of development of scientific thesaurus of the native theory of educational management of the last quarter of XX cent. – the beginning of XXI cent. has been conducted.  
The main aim of this article is to determine the methodological approaches of research into the problem of development of scientific thesaurus of the native theory of educational management of the last quarter of XX cent. – the beginning of XXI cent. In this context, the methodology of research is considered by the author not only as a system of principles and methods of constructing theoretical and practical activities, but as a project of the cognitive activity designed with the consideration of characteristics of the object of cognition and thinking patterns.
Taking into account the specific character of the object of study, which is a complex and multifactorial phenomenon, when substantiating the methodology of its research the author was guided by a wide range of knowledge not only of pedagogy, but also of the related fields - philosophy, sociology, history, management theory etc. It enabled him to substantiate the methodology of research into the problem of development of scientific thesaurus of the native theory of educational management of the last quarter of XX cent. – the beginning of XXI cent. The methodology is a hierarchically ordered interconnected system including methods of four levels: the philosophical, the general scientific, the specific scientific and the technological. The prospects for further research are to apply the designed methodological principles of cognitive activity in the study of the problem stated above.
