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SCIENTIFIC AND METHODOLOGICAL SUPPORT OF THE PROCESS OF FORMATION OF ECOLOGICAL VALUES OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS OF PRIMARY EDUCATION
In the article the author reveals the issues of scientific and methodological support of the process of formation of ecological values of future specialists of primary education. Presents the methodology and results of scientific research.
The author highlights such important components of pedagogical support of the development of environmental values of the future primary school teachers:

– organization of special training of teachers of the pilot University for the formation of these values in the implementation process professionally directed theoretical-methodical seminar, individual and collective consultation;

– the content of the educational process (teaching, educational impact, teaching, training and field and other types of practices) environmental content and direction for the formation of future primary school teachers of environmental values;

– the introduction of an extensive system of extracurricular activities environmental content with the aim of constant development and intensification of creative expression by the future teachers of environmental values;

– identify features of pedagogical influence to stimulate professional reflection and professional readiness of students to the formation in younger schoolchildren environmental values;

– experimental verification of scientific and methodological support of the development of environmental values of the future primary school teachers.

Evaluation of the effectiveness of the system of formation of the ecological values of future primary school teachers took place in the monitoring process (input, current, final) in the experimental and control groups on the two training options. The first version of an experimental study on the formation of environmental values among the future specialists have been practically the same in control and experimental groups, namely in the course of studying the ecological oriented focus of scientific, psychological-pedagogical and methodical-and-natural disciplines. In the experimental groups in the content of the workshop included ecological-pedagogical and methodical-and-natural tasks that were aimed at formation of ecological-oriented skills of the students.

The second involved the practical implementation of the structural-functional model of formation of the ecological values of future primary school teachers and scientific-methodical system of its sequential components.
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
