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Reflexive culture as an important component of English teacher's professional culture.

In the article reflexive culture of a teacher is considered as a personal formation and a component of professional culture, which includes a complex of knowledge, skills and abilities carried out through special operations, referred to display, estimate and sum up the most essential features of educational process in order to achieve its qualitative changes, professional and personal improvement.
Professional culture is a specific cooperation of the teacher and educational environment on the basis of available professional knowledge, norms, values; a successful mastering of an obtaining speciality, determined by the influence of objective and subjective factors.
It is discovered that English teacher’s reflexive culture includes: teacher’s ability to use skills and experience of analyzing; perceiving and assessment of a course and results of activity directed on students’ skills development; ability to detect positive sides and defects in one’s work, to compare the results of one’s activity with prospective aim and instructions, to realize professional capabilities and in this connection to build up the program of further professional development, to heighten qualification and professionalism.

The content of professional culture is exposed through a complex of personal and professional qualities, through the system of components and functions.
It is proved that developed reflective conceptions and skills give modern English teacher the opportunity to enlarge information amount and to add into the activity knowledge that is up to its logic; teacher’s well developed reflective culture is essential for the development of “subject-subjective” relations between educational process participants.

Professional culture of English teacher is a part of pedagogical culture as a social phenomenon; reflexive culture, in it’s turn, is a complex mechanism and it is considered as an important component of English teacher’s professional culture, although it is directed on a self-organization through teacher’s comprehension of oneself and us professional activity in general as a mean of implementation of one’s integrated self.
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
