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IN THE PROJECT METHOD OF TEACHING "POPULAR LITERATURE" FOR STUDENTS OF SPECIALTY "LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE (ENGLISH, BULGARIAN)"

The new paradigm of Ukrainian higher education is aimed at the application of methods that contribute to the development of the activity, cognitive interests and creative potential of each student. Project-based learning is an effective means for organizing and training research work of students in the study of relevant disciplines of literary cycle. It is widely applied in the course «Popular fiction”, which is being studied in the undergraduate programs of the specialty «Language and Literature (English, Bulgarian)».

The introduction of the new discipline is due to the transformation of contemporary literature criticism, increasing attention to issues of marginal, peripheral literary phenomena, for example popular fiction etc. During its study it is important to pay attention to the connection with the mass culture and build on a unique reading experience of each student, the reader to explore the image of a typical entertainment genres.

Students are encouraged to carry out some other projects: a talk with the amateur of particular genre (crime fiction, romance, fantasy, adventure novel, family saga, historical mystery, chicklits) to a predefined plan and analyze the catalog of a book club for marketing strategies. These educational projects contribute to a better understanding of the processing of popular fiction, its functions, features of different genres and formulae. The results of the project were discussed in the groups of students and during the discussion at the workshops. Some other projects are effective as well: analysis of interviews of popular writers and sites of fans of the genre, writing book reviews and annotations to the works, the analysis of their cinema adaptations. Project-based learning allows to strengthen the interdisciplinary connection with the courses of philosophy, cultural studies, history, foreign and Ukrainian literature, theory of literature. The method allows to improve the research skills of students, take into account their personal reading experience and reading interests, develop analytical and critical thinking.
