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DEVELOPMENT OF ARTISTISM AND CREATIVE POTENTIAL FOR YOUNG SCHOOLS AS A DOMINANT OF PROFESSIONAL MASTERNESS OF MUSCLE DISCIPLINES
In the article on the basis of analysis of scientific works the essence of artistry as one of the factors of performer's independence of future musical art teachers is defined. The artistry has adequate communicative influence of performers on the audience by means of external reflection of the emotional-figurative contents of pieces of music in the course of public performances owing to communicative, regulatory, demonstrative and sensory-motor stage movements. The expediency of its formation during rehearsal training interpreters to the performing activity in terms of emotiogenic practicing transformation stage and stage movements is defined in the article.
The stage transformation is due to their own sense of emotional-imaginative content of the piece of music, the adequacy of emotional response to the palette of sounding musical material and social situation, penetration into the psychology of the author's intention and optimal empathy towards the listeners. The stage movements of musicians-performers (communicative, regulatory, demonstrative and sensory-motor) play not only an exceptional role in the external manifestation of their artistry, but also affect the process of information perception by listeners.

Artistry is a necessary factor of musically-pedagogical professionalism, mastership and purposeful development of performing independence of the future teachers of musical art. This phenomenon is improved in the process of overcoming difficulties when there is a mobilization of all spheres of the psyche of the personality: consciousness, will, emotions. The speed of development of performing independence depends on the abilities that point to features of implementation of mental processes and contribute to the success of pedagogical activity of future teacher's of musical art.
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
