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SANDWICH-MODEL OF FORMING FUTURE MUSIC ART TEACHERS’ ETHNO-CULTURAL COMPETENCE 
The current stage of development of Ukrainian society associated with rethinking of many fundamental, in the past, principles and ideological settings, needs major restructuring of the entire system of national education. In this connection it is necessary to use large ethno-pedagogical and ethno-cultural potential for the personality’s development, forming their ethno-cultural competence.
A relatively new mathematical concept of "multi-layer model", i.e. the model, consisting of a number of multi-functional planes, which in the future will be called sandwich models, is put in the basis of the model of the future music art teachers’ ethno-cultural competence [1, P. 268; 2, P. 11-16; 3]. Let us consider the way of its application in details. According to N. Sydorchuk’s consideration, layers of the sandwich model present planes that meet the functional components of the phenomenon and consist of elements and connections between them. Under these conditions either connections existing within each plane or those existing between separate entities of the sandwich-model are taken into concideration. Each plane of the sandwich-model is considered as a separate model of a number of components. In addition, its planes can include structures of different organizational and functional components. Application of the sandwich-model is due to the need to reflect the availability, imposing and cooperation of the individual structural units, subdivisions of the education system in the models under investigation [1, P. 268-269].

The presented author’s sandwich-model is a four-layer one, i.e. has four planes: professional-cognitive, ethno-cultural, personal-motivational and operational-reflective, and the through-core is the process of forming the future music art teachers’ethno-cultural competence.
The first plane of the sandwich-model of the future music art teachers’ ethno-cultural competence is professional-cognitive, including the following elements: general-ideological orientation, professional-ideological orientation, professional self-education, ethno-cultural activities. This area involves the system of competencies, mastering of which provides formation of scientific world in the future music art teachers’ minds, equips with dialectical approach to cognitive and practical activities. This is the basic plane of ​​the suggested model, since any professional activity is impossible without it.

The second plane of the author’s sandwich model is ethno-cultural, consisting of the following elements: customs, traditions, rituals and beliefs. The ethno-cultural plane involves a set of formed ethno-pedagogical competencies, designing the future music art teachers’ethno-cultural competence and personal qualities.
The third plane of the sandwich-model of the future music art teachers’ ethno-cultural competence is personal-motivational, including the following elements: motives, values, personality culture, special ethno-cultural characteristics. In turn, personal-motivational plane is responsible for the professional activities related to the defined competencies of the future music art teachers and accompanied by a set of external and internal conditions that cause their appropriate activities.
The fourth plane of the sandwich-model of  forming the future music art teachers ethno-cultural competence  is operational-reflective, providing  formation of a variety of the future music art teacher’s skills (elements) (gnostic, social-perceptual, constructive, organizational). 
Hence, the multi-layer sandwich-model of forming the future music art teachers’ ethno-cultural competence has been proved and defined in the basis of the issue under investigation. The model consists of four planes:  professional-cognitive, ethno-cultural, personal-motivational and operational-reflective which form the task of ethno-cultural activities, involve studying the history of culture and  development of it in different ethno-regional groups.
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
