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The article is devoted to the issue of future music teachers’ training. Current problems in students’ education show the lack the improvement of the educational process at all levels of the education and the continuous improvement of its quality presupposes the usage of the means of comprehensive and harmonious development of a personality. This publication highlights the innovative approaches in music teachers’ training to students’ education by means of bell-ringing art and offers the results of constative experiment.

Students of I-IV courses (around 248 people) and teachers of musical and pedagogical faculties in higher educational institutions are interviewed in order to analyze future music teachers’ readiness to use the educational potential of bell-ringing art in the course of teaching pupils. The questionnaire reveals students’ awareness in bell-ringing art and their interest in the aforementioned topic.

One should point out that the conducted research indicates a low level of the knowledge among the majority of students on various aspects of bell-ringing culture, although it is of great interest to them. Future teachers are willing to use its components in their future careers, but they are not familiar with the specifics of  implementation of the received information and do not know how to manage a number of training situations regarding students’ education by means of bell-ringing art and how to encourage them to perceive this art. Analyzing the responses, we single out teachers’ positive attitude towards the use of the information about bell-ringing culture in future music teachers’ training. The majority of the teachers (namely 85%) considers it appropriate to lead tours to bell  towers, to enable students to hear the skilful chiming, to explain their authorized value, in particular, to offer them to record the sounds of the bells at students’ residence and to question the bell-ringer on how he has become a church musician, etc. 
Some samples of creative tasks for future music teachers as a means of improving the quality of their training are given in the article in order to find the solution of the abovementioned problem. Changes in all the components of the educational process are also made. Mainly, complementary information on bell-ringing art is added to the following subjects: Methods of Musical Education, History of Foreign and Ukrainian Music, Choral Studies, Orchestral Class and others. The system of students’educational and extracurricular activities can be improved by:

1. Participation of a future music teacher in cognitive and research activities;

2. Showing interest in bell-ringing art with the help of excursions, collecting expedition materials on regional bell-ringing; making montages, slides and videos;

3. Taking into consideration the ethno-cultural content (bell-ringing topic) while organizing various mass, group and individual forms of extracurricular work.

Thus, these current problems make the teachers create and use different means of their skilful combination, that is the innovative approach. The article researches the significance of innovation through the content of future music teachers’ training and drawing their attention to Ukrainian bell-ringing art and to its components, that is the participation of future music teachers in appropriate activities by the performance of creative tasks.
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
