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The article is dedicated to the investigation of the peculiarities of using the informational technologies in music schools management and solving their educational and organizational problems. The problems which music schools usually face with have been revealed. They are difficulties with making up a schedule, calculating teaching load; insufficient presentation of music schools in society, their not always positive image; lack of classrooms in music schools. The requirements to a programme for scheduling group classes at music schools have been characterized. They are: a lesson should be presented as a square block in a programme; a choice of different duration of a lesson should be accessible; flexible time of the beginning of a lesson and not less than five-minute break between lessons should be provided; lessons-block in the timetable should present all necessary information (the name of a subject, form, teacher’s surname, classroom, group number); a possibility of grouping information by forms, teachers and classrooms should be provided; highlighting of the indicators left after choosing a certain indicator while making a timetable; a possibility of seven-day working day should be taken into consideration; a possibility of printing all data should be provided by a programme; the peculiarities of all forms should be taken into consideration, and all information should be generalized; a possibility of combining the timetable of group and individual classes of a certain teacher and formation of general timetable of all teachers should be provided. The possibilities of using the informational technologies for improving the activity of music schools have been determined.
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
