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Characteristic of the іtalian experience of professional training of future specialists in physical therapy in higher educational institutions

The need for a fundamentally new generation of higher education graduates in Ukraine that meet the requirements of the domestic and foreign labor markets is conditioned by the country's desire to enter the international educational space, which in turn indicates the need for a substantial modification of the organization and content of higher education in our country. 

The purpose of the article was to conduct a comparative analysis of the structure and content of the training of future specialists in physical therapy in higher educational institutions of Ukraine and Italy.  
The structure of higher education in Italy is similar to Ukrainian and also consists of three levels: 
• The first level of the Corsi di Diploma Universitario is similar to a bachelor's degree.  The first three years of study in Italian higher education institutions include a large amount of theoretical courses, industrial practice and semester exams;  
• The second level of Corsi di Laurea lasts from two to three years and is equivalent to a "master" degree.  Studying in a magistracy is aimed at deepening the skills acquired earlier and obtaining research or professional experience;  
• The third level of higher education in Italy, Corsi di Dottorato di Ricerca and Corsi di Perfezionamento, corresponds to a European PhD degree and aims at owning a higher-level research program. After graduation, graduates are awarded a doctorate (Dottore) degree, which is considered academic and only required for those who plan to teach in a higher education institution.  
A notable difference in the education system in Italy is the lack of fixed educational programs.  Students studying in Italian higher education institutions form their own schedules for classes and exams. Undoubtedly, there are lectures and practical classes, but students have the opportunity to independently choose which teacher to study and what to study. A similar freedom of students is aimed at the students' interest in the study of the chosen disciplines.  
An analysis of information sources suggests that the training of future bachelor's degree physical education specialists in leading Italian higher education institutions is similar to the structure of such training in most higher educational institutions of Ukraine, but there are differences, the study of which will contribute to improving the efficiency of higher education of future specialists in physical therapy .
