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Victoria Grigoryeva. METHODS AND TECHNICS OF THE CREATIVE ACTIVITY OF PRIMARY SCHOOL CHILDREN’ ORGANIZATION AT THE LESSONS OF THE INTEGRATED "ART" COURSE
The article deals with the problem of methodical provision of primary school pupils’ creative activity. The lessons of the integrated "Art" course as the effective means of the specified activity realization and formation of pupils' thinking originality and flexibility are determined. The methodical tips for using certain methods and techniques of a teacher's work at the lessons of the "Art" course are given.
The actuality of the problem is due to the introduction of new standards for primary education based on the implementation of integrated training and the development of adequate methodological tools for the formation of creative productive thinking of schoolchildren. It is determined that the concept of the new State Standard of Primary Education best corresponds to the content of the integrated "Art" course as one of the perspective directions of the national artistic pedagogy modernization.

The article states that the peculiarity of the work on forming the creative thinking of primary school pupils is the organization of various forms and methods of pupils' artistic activity. Creative activity is specific due to the fact that it can be managed only indirectly, by creating adequate conditions and using certain methods. The article gives examples of tasks for forming the originality and flexibility of creative thinking of younger pupils at the lessons of the integrated "Art" course with the use of certain methods and techniques of work. It is revealed that the most popular method of working with children of the first and second grades at the lessons is the method of improvisations.

The content of complex tasks, which require from children an active author's position in the creation of artistic images, is revealed. Examples of these tasks are given and it’s outlined that they allow pupils to demonstrate the flexibility of thinking and to use their own fantasy and imagination, because they have the need to express (objectivize) the emotional content of their inner world.

The article presents fragments of lessons where creative tasks of a cognitive nature will help to form the improvisational abilities of pupils and will stimulate the creative interpretation of the image.

The actuality of using the methods and techniques of creative work mentioned in the article is in their correlation with the process of self-knowledge of a child, as a result of which there’s a comprehension of own spiritual qualities and the formation of evaluative characteristics that form a certain self-assessment by the child of himself/herself.
