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experience of training Future Teachers of Physical Culture at Foreign high educational establishments
The goal of the article deals with the characteristics of experience of training future teachers of Physical Culture at foreign high educational establishments.
It is revealed the content of the professional training of Physical Culture’s teachers at foreign high educational establishments. Modern innovative changes and implementation of Ukraine into the European educational environment have caused the new requirements to the training of future specialists at high educational establishments. The professional education within the system of Physical Culture is the independent link of the education’s sphere, because it has it’s specific peculiarities. From the point of view of our days, the problem of implementation of new modern approaches to the training of future teachers of Physical Culture is actual and burning. The actuality and expediency of the research’s chosen problem has been proved. 
The modern education of Ukraine (in particular, the high Physical Culture’s education) states new requirements to the forming of the readiness of specialists (in the field of Physical Culture and sport) to the professional activity. Studying of the foreign experience of training teachers of Physical Culture gives opportunity to implement positive achievements for the improvement of the national system of high Physical-Cultural education and for the improvement of training teachers of Physical Culture.
