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Abstract
In the article the concept "social activity of primary school children", "technology" are given. Analyzed approaches of scientists on forming social activity in primary school children. And the author studies a variety of activities for improving social competence in primary school children. Presented the logic of realization of this technology in forming social activity in primary school children in the upbringing process, This article by О.Litvinenko discusses difficulties of forming social activity in primary school children in the process elementary school student’s extracurricular activities and determines technology, which suggests its implementation in three phases: oral-motivational, operational-cognitive, and monitoring and evaluation.
