Anzhelika Popovych. The achievements of the Ukrainian linguodidactics of higher education in the study of stylistics.
Nowadays it is important to prepare a higher school teacher who will successfully solve the challenges of the time and will have a thorough vocational training. Therefore, the methodology of teaching the same discipline in higher educational establishments becomes relevant.

The purpose of our article is to analyze the study of linguodidactics of the higher school of stylistics of the Ukrainian language.

Today the theoretical foundations of stylistics of modern Ukrainian language are reflected in the textbooks A. Koval, O. Ponomariv and L. Matsko, O. Sydorenko, O. Matsko.

The foundations of the methodology of teaching stylistics in Ukrainian studies are laid down in the writings of E. Dmytrovsky, M. Pentyluk, I. Oliynyk, L. Rozhilo.

There is still no solid research on the methodology of teaching the stylistics of the Ukrainian language in higher education institutions. Some aspects are sporadically reflected in the scientific articles by V. Bader, Z. Bakum, I. Gaidayeko, S. [I.] Yermolenko, K. Klymova, I. Kolomiets, T. Lishtab, V. Lutsenko, I. Nahrybelna, L. Ruskulis , E. Semenenko, L. Suheiko, S. Tsinko and others. The methodology for studying stylistic planes in the higher school is devoted to the dissertation researches N. Barannyk, O. Popova and O. Kucheriava.

Teachers receive printed training (N. Babych, N. Boyko, N. Bondareva, L. Bubleinyk, G. Volkotrub, P. Dudyk, M. Zariyskys, A. Kapelyushnys, K. Klimova, G. Kontorchuk, L. Kravets , L. Matsko, O. Semenog, L. Shevchenko, L. Shulinova and others) and teaching aids (G. Gladina, I. Golubovska, V. Koval, I. Kolomiets, O. Nagorna, V. Senina, K.  Serazhim, T. Symonenko, N. Shulzhuk and others), methodical recommendations (I. Braga, L. Kozhuhovska, I. Chikalina), collections of exercises (N. Babych, L. Golichenko, I. Zhitar, N. Kaver, A Koval, I. Pobidash, L. Pohyba) and others for their helping. Costal auxiliary types of educational publications (V. Svyatovets, I. Kolomiets). The short methodological notes of the study of stylistics are reflected in the work programs of the academic discipline of higher school teachers.

Consequently, the analysis of linguodidactic studios in stylistics at higher education shows the diversity of work. At the same time, an integrated approach to the study of discipline is important, since certain theoretical and practical questions of the stylistics of the Ukrainian language are left out of focus, certain didactic notions are not addressed, etc.
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
