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ALL THE COMPETITORS OF THE DEATH "EDUCATION - SELF-GOVERNANCE" IN THE CONTEXT OF THE EIRARCHIC-LEVEL BUILDING, RESULT, TEACHING AND URBAN PROSPECTS

The content of the dyadic components "education – self-education" is analyzed in the article, the conclusion is drawn about the variability of the interpretation of their essence and on the construction of content content of the language using the token "process". The hierarchical level structure of the dyads of "education – self-education" is elucidated taking into account the social, institutional, socio-psychological, interpersonal levels and the level of self-education.

At the social level, education is viewed as a permanent function of society, which is associated with the translation of social culture from generation to generation in accordance with the trends of society development. The institutional level of education is characterized with an emphasis on the specific social institutions, the educational goal, goals, objectives, directions, principles of guidance of education, models of education (anthropocentric, free education, technocratic, etc.) and educational systems (authoritarian educational system, educational system of "well-directed freedom").

At the socio-psychological level of education extends to individual social groups, associations, corporations, teams. In the context of the above, the direction of education (mental, national, moral, labor, civil, economic, ecological, legal, physical, multicultural), implementation in educational strategy and educational technology is analyzed. At the interpersonal level of education considered in view of the strategy of psychological and pedagogical influence and the functioning of the educational environment, which is a set of different environments. At the interspecific level, various forms of self-education are analyzed.

Results of education and self-education are considered taking into account the general understanding of their essence, the content of psycho-pedagogical interpretations, the level of behavior and the level of personal mental entities. Also the essence of the concept of "education" is revealed, the characteristics of parenting, features of socially directed personality are characterized. The arguments of teachers of physics and senior pupils concerning the processes of education and self-education are analyzed.
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
