ORGANIZATIONAL AND METHODICAL ASPECTS OF THE ORGANIZATION OF PROFESSIONALLY-ORIENTED (SIMULTANEOUS) PRACTICE FOR THE STUDENTS OF SOCIAL PEDAGOGY SPECIALTY

The necessity to increase the level of youth competitiveness in the labor market through the development of student youth mobility, motivation for future professional activity, the formation of a set of practical skills, professional, ideological and civic qualities, and other competences defined in the Low of Ukraine «Higher education act», National strategy of education development for the period up to 2021, Strategy of the state youth policy development for the period up to 2020, Roadmap for youth policy reforming. As a result it is necessary to requires increasing awareness on the quality of professional training for higher education graduates.

The article outlines and analyzes the organizational and methodical aspects of organization a professionally-oriented (simultaneous) practice for the students of social pedagogy specialty.

The authors has defined some competenсes which is needed for quality practical activity for future social pedagogue, they are: social-personality (capacity to follow up the norms of ethics, rules of culture behavior; practical activity according to principles of tolerance; responsible attitude toward implementation of professional duties), general science (capacity for understanding cause-effect relationships between the development of society and its ability to use them in practical activity), instrumental (capacity to communicate in official language and foreign languages, research activity; possessing of informatively-communication technologies, pedagogical techniques), professional (ability to complex using knowledge of theory and practice of socio-pedagogical activity; using traditional and innovative socio- pedagogical technologies; providing of social development, education, personality training; foresee the results of social pedagogical influence etc).
The article reveals the content and stages of organization students’ work (socio-diagnostic, socio-preventive and the final one). The process of passing practice provided using different forms and directions of socio-pedagogical activity. The first stage of practical activity envisaged the students’ acquaintance with maintenance and specific of social pedagogue’ professional activity, selection and using of social pedagogical tools with the aim of found out the students’ problems. On the second stage of practice, the students got acquaintance with the types of social pedagogical support and help to them who is known to belong to «high-risk group», conducted social and preventive work with the aim to overcome the disclosed social pedagogical problems. On the final stage, it was scheduled the process of development and realization the educational event of socio-pedagogical orientation.

Results of work concerning with the organization and introduction of methodical principles of «social pedagogy» speciality students’ practical preparation became an adding to systematic socio-pedagogical activity in this direction.
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
